Motivation

		Service Activation is part of day-to-day activities from a Service Provider

		Currently no MEF defined/approved test methodology for Service Activation

		No MEF answer to question: How can you prove to customers that the installed Ethernet Service meets MEF performance?

		Current classic Service Activation methodology (RFC 2544) is referred to by vendors but implementation varies from one vendor to another.

		As product offering is fully customizable from a user perspective, Service Providers are configuring test parameters to their own Methods and Procedures

		Test Equipment and NID manufacturers are proposing test solutions with methodologies that point to approved or draft standards, but there is no “MEF Approved” methodology
