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WG 11 (MPEG) appreciates IETF’s efforts in progressing with the development of the Session Description Protocol next generation (SDPng). The transport and session management related protocols of IETF are widely used in the Internet community and provide a great complementary value to the technologies developed by MPEG.

MPEG would like to suggest that IETF considers the MPEG-21 Digital Item Adaptation (DIA) standard for IETF’s SDPng development. MPEG-21 DIA (ISO/IEC 21000-7) is a standard that establishes an end-to-end framework enabling new adaptive multimedia services. The DIA specification provides tools to support the adaptation of media resources to the constraints given by terminals, networks and user environment.

WG 11 is planning to profile the MPEG-21 DIA – including its Schemas – in order to define a relevant subset of tools that could be used in the context of multimedia session establishment and management. It would be of great advantage to align this effort with IETF protocols such as RTSP, SIP and the upcoming SDPng.

We would appreciate if the IETF MMUSIC group would consider the MPEG-21 DIA standard and support the usage of the DIA tools in SDPng. WG 11 kindly asks to provide us with feedback, which DIA tools should be supported in a DIA session description profile.
