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ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11 (MPEG) would like to inform you of the progress of our work on delivery of multimedia over HTTP, which we have named ‘MPEG-DASH’ (Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP).

MPEG is pleased to announce that the 2nd DASH Draft International Standard (DIS) was recently approved by ISO. Therefore MPEG, after applying minor editorial improvements at its 98th meeting, is sending the specification for publication as the ISO/IEC 23009-1 International Standard, expectedly to be available at the ISO website in the next three months. 
The Amendment 3 to ISO/IEC 14496-12 and ISO/IEC 23001-7 on Common Encryption are expected to be published by ISO/IEC around the same timeframe.

Attached please find a copy of the text of ISO/IEC 23009-1 MPEG-DASH.

MPEG believes that the industry can benefit to adopt a few common end-to-end streaming profiles which include DASH profiles, codecs for audio, video and text as well as content protection schemes. We believe such alignments can be achieved if various organizations communicate with each other during their standardization work. MPEG is happy to collaborate with such efforts. In this regard, we are planning to establish a DASH profile registration authority for external organizations to register their profile identifiers and document their profile definitions. MPEG requests those organizations to register their profile identifiers with the registration authority.

MPEG will continue the work on Part 2- Conformance and reference software, and Part 3- Implementation guidelines, to provide additional supplementary specifications for this standard.
