Thank you for informing the DSL Forum Operations and Network Management Working Group that the IETF ADSL MIB Working Group has recently begun work
on development of a MIB for DSL (ADSL, ADSL2, ADSL2+ and VDSL2) lines.  We note that the MIB will be developed in accordance with the ITU-T Recommendation
G.997.1 and any forthcoming document that the DSL Forum Operations and
Network Management Working Group may produce on this subject.


We have started a working text (WT-129) entitled “Protocol Independent Management Model for Next Generation DSL Technologies” which is based on the recently consented revision 3 of ITU-T Recommendation G.997.1 and follows the same structure as the DSL Forum’s Technical Report TR-090 “Protocol Independent Object Model for Managing Next Generation ADSL Technologies”  

We anticipate that WT-129 will be sufficiently stable after the next DSL Forum meeting, which takes place in San Jose, California on 8-11 May 2006, that we will be able to send you a copy after this date.  In the meantime we suggest that you take into consideration TR-090 in your work.
