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Thank you for your reply (March 2007) regarding draft-ietf-ccamp-gmpls-rsvp-te-call-04.txt.  The capabilities provided do appear to be following the ASON architecture of calls and connection.

It appears that there is difference between Q14/15 and CCAMP in the meaning of the two terms “logical” and “piggybacking” and that may be causing misunderstanding in our liaison communication.  What we mean by these two terms is that call and connection information may be contained in the same messages.  The problem this helps solve is how to route a call.  Besides the destination, call state is maintained at domain boundaries which in the ASON architecture are E-NNIs.  By carrying call information along with the connection setup information within the same message, domain boundaries that will be traversed can be identified.  Call behaviour can then occur at call controllers associated with those domain boundaries.
