Overall Description:
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Interfaces between Network Slice Manager and Transport Slice Manager

This project is addressing the interfaces which exist in the 3GPP specifications between 3GPP Network Slice Management Function (NSMF) and the Transport Network Slice Subnet Management Function (Transport NSSMF) as shown above.

The project has the following objectives:

· Identify the service requirements related to the MMI.

· Analyze operations that MMI needs to support for fulfilling the 3GPP life-cycle management of network slices

· Study existing work on network slice management and related service interfaces of other industry bodies incl. ITU-T, IETF, MEF, etc

· Cooperate with other industry and SDOs, particularly 3GPP SA5, MEF and IETF on MMI requirements as needed.

· Cooperate with IETF on data models and mapping of MMI to existing solution such as L2VPN, L3VPN, IP over LSP etc.
BBF intends to coordinate with IETF in this ongoing work.
