It addresses the need for network overlays in virtualizaton and mobility that are 
efficient, lightweight, performant, scalable, secure, provide seamless mobility, leverage and 
encourage use of IPv6, provide strong privacy, are interoperable with existng infrastructure, 
applicable to a variety of use cases, and have simplified control and management.

Identfier Locator Addressing use cases include mobile networks, datacenter virtualizaton, and 
network virtualizaton.
