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Key Concepts

• A PCEP session between stateful PCEs (state-sync 
session)

• Synchronize LSP state between Stateful PCEs
– Initial State synchronization in both directions
– Incremental state - any state change received from PCC is 

forwarded to other  ‘state-sync’ PCEs

• Master/Slave 
– For a set of LSPs (or all LSPs) one PCE becomes ‘Master’
– LSPs can be sub-delegated to ‘Master’ 

• Other
– Use of DB version to maintain the latest change
– Maintain LSP state from multiple sources
