Automatic Crash Notification (ACN)

ACN is a term for vehicle-initiated 
emergency (interactive) calls with crash data

Means both automatically-initiated (e.g., 
because of crash) and manually-requested
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Purpose for Draft (2)

Describes different models in use now and 
after migration to Next-Generation (all-IP)
Describes how such calls are identified and 
presented to PSAP/ESInet
Describes how crash data is attached to a 
call and identified by a PSAP
Intended to be used by vehicle mfgrs/service 
providers and PSAPs for call recognition/
handling and interoperable crash data
